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LEARNING PATIENCE TAKES TIME

• Read thick books and long stories, leaving to fol-
low-up for the next evening. Do not give in to 
pleading to find out the ending that evening. 
 

• Teach them to plant a tree or to take care of a 
flower - they will learn to be patient until they see 
the results of their work. 
 

• If a child wants a bike, give a little money at a time, 
and tell them to save. Your child will learn to have 
patience and, at the same time, the value of money.
